
This talk examines the nexus between climate change, environmental stress, conflict, and internal displacement in northern
Nigeria. It highlights how state fragility, insurgency, and banditry, compounded by floods and droughts, disrupt livelihoods
and food security, trapping many in poverty and insecurity. Drawing on recent experiences, the lecture contextualizes how
intertwined environmental and socio-political factors generate migration pressures and displacement, offering insights into
the challenges of managing climate, environment, and natural resources in fragile settings.
