Purpose

>

The world faces multiple crises, including crises related to the effects on the planet such as climate change, the crises of
geo-political transformation, and the possibilities and uncertainties of a new world brought about by scientific and
technological innovations such as artificial intelligence. The crises consist of the largest challenges on achieving SDGs by
2030. Africa is most affected by these crises. The Continent continues to struggle to overcome these crises on its own
through various trials and efforts. Japan can learn a lot from Africa's efforts to overcome these crises.

Japan, "a country facing multiple advanced crises" including an aging population and a shrinking economy overburdened
by debt, is also making creative efforts by local communities and civil societies. What Africa and Japan have in common
is that we both need an "open world with diversity". We, civil society, believe that TICAD, a Japan-led multilateral forum
for African development, has the potential to create a new multilateralism to overcome multiple "polycrisis" through co-
creation between Africa and Japan and put essential values to develop the next international goals beyond SDGs.

This session successfully explored the options to overcome the polycrisis and to place TICAD 9 as a starting point to open
up possibilities for a hopeful 2030 based on an "open world with diversity".

Outcomes

In this session, we introduced the efforts of African civil society and related stakeholders to overcome the polycrisis by
themselves, as well as Japanese civil society efforts to collaborate with African counterparts. We found the foundation
for Africa and Japan to co-create a new multilateralism toward "2030 as the Year of Hope”, leveraged by the concepts of
"solidarity" and "Agency" in "Human Security in the Anthropocene”.
